1. Parties to the Memorandum

1.1. Party 1. Jalal-Abad International University, publisher of the scientific journal
“Eurasian Journal of Scientific and Multidisciplinary Research (EJSMR)” (https://ejsmr.org/),
represented by the Editor-in-Chief Mirsadvk Rahimberdievich Narbaev,
Candidate of  Physical and Mathematical Sciences, Associate Professor,
hereinafier referred to as “Party 1.

1.2. Party 2. Eurac Research (Bolzano, ltalian Republic), operating the publication platform
Eurac Rescarch  Publications  (hups://www.eurac.edwen/publications) and  publishing
“Academia - Magazine of unibz & Eurac Research”, represented by Gunther Cologna, Editor-
in-Chief, hereinafter referred to as “Party 2"

Party 1 and Party 2 are hereinafter jointly referred to as the “Parties”,

2. Objectives of Cooperation.

2.1. To develop inter-university and international scientific cooperation.

2.2. To improve the quality of scientific publications and editorial processes.

2.3. To increase the visibility and citation impact of the Parties’ journals.

2.4. To promote the journals and publication activities in international and national databases.

3. Main Areas of Cooperation

3.1. Exchange of publication activity

3.1.1. Mutual invitation of authors to publish articles, reviews and conference materials in the
Parties’ journals.

3.1.2. Preparation of joint thematic issues (special issues) on agreed scientific topics.

3.2. Peer-review and expert support

3.2.1. Mutual involvement of editorial board members and external reviewers for expert
assessment of manuscripts. :

3.2.2. Exchange of best practices in double-blind peer-review, plagiarism prevention and
publication ethics.

3.3. Joint scientific events

3.3.1. Organization and holding of joint conferences, seminars, schools for early-career
researchers and round tables.

3.3.2. Publication of the materials of joint events in the Parties’ journals under terms specified
in separate agreements.

3.4. Development of editorial policy and journal quality

3.4.1. Exchange of experience in indexing journals in international databases and increasing
their visibility and citation impact.
